WORKSHOP REPORT: CREATIVE WRITING TECHNIQUES

The English Department of Kottakkal Farook Arts and Science College organized an
engaging and insightful workshop titled "Creative Writing Techniques: Enhancing
Your Narrative Skills" on August 5, 2022. The session was conducted by Ms. Reema
Ashraf an experienced language trainer renowned for her expertise in creative writing.
